Commonwealth Shooting Federation (European Division) Championships

Isle of Man    24th to 27th September 2009


I am attaching final entry forms for the Championships and should appreciate their being returned to me at the address on the top of the page, by Friday 28th August.  Also attached is a temporary permit application form and declaration forms for ferry travel.  Further copies of these forms and all current information on the Championships can be found at www.isleofmanshooting.com/csfed2009. 

I think the entry forms are self-explanatory but, for the avoidance of doubt, I should mention that –

· Shooters should be identified as to either Medal Competitors or Development Shooters by placing M or D on their entry line;

· The entry fee is the same for both Medal Competitors and Development Shooters;

· We need the names of officials (and any others accompanying the team) who wish to attend the Sunday evening Awards Dinner.  They should be included as lines on the entry form, as shown in the example;

· For fullbore competitors, the Championship is being run at Bisley in association with the London & Middlesex RA open meeting on Saturday 26th and Sunday 27th.  Details can be found on Page 2 of the Fullbore entry form attached.

· Entry fees, administration fees and awards dinner costs should accompany the entry forms.


Temporary Permits and Carriage of Firearms & Ammunition on Ferries
The Isle of Man is a separate jurisdiction and has its own legal system, which means that temporary permits are required under Isle of Man law to bring firearms (including airguns and shotguns) into the Island.  


The form headed “Application for Temporary Firearm Permit” must be completed and returned to me, NOT direct to the Police, at the address at the top of this letter, together with a photocopy of the holder’s FAC or Shotgun Certificate, by every shooter bringing a firearm (including shotguns and airguns) to the Isle of Man.  There is no charge for the permit.


FERRY TRAVEL with firearms and ammunition unfortunately brings with it forms to be completed as well these days.  Attached are four documents comprising – 

· an information letter from the Steam Packet Company outlining the requirements for travel with firearms and/or ammunition;

· a form for completion headed “Possession of Firearms / Regulated Weapons”.  Where the term “regulated weapons” is used, it is a legal term meaning shotguns and airguns.

· a form for completion by anyone bringing ammunition to the Isle of  Man by sea headed “IMO Dangerous Goods Declaration”.  Please note that, because of the nature of their construction, the Company does not permit the carriage of ammunition on its fastcraft, such as Seacats.

· as a guide to completing the Dangerous Goods form, a sample filled-in form is also attached.  Please ensure, in particular, that the correct designation for the ammunition as shown on the sample form (Shipping Name, Class & Division and UN No.) is used.

So far as air travel is concerned, there are no comparable forms to be completed.  Each airline has different policies and each airport has different routines for handling firearms.  Teams should ask about any special requirements when making their bookings and ensure the airline is informed that firearms are to be carried.

Travel Arrangements Generally

At the end of August we shall send you one further form on which we shall request the travel details of each member of your team.  This will be in the form of Flight No. or Ferry Sailing and time of Arrival, and the same information for departure.  The reason for this is that the Police require us to store guns in central armouries when not in use on the ranges and we have to meet you at the port of entry accordingly.

Indicative Entries

Thank you for the return of your indicative entries.  The overall picture now presented is one of a well supported championship.  Inevitably, however, there are a couple of events where indicative entries suggest the minimum of three countries taking part will not be reached.  Unfortunately these are both women’s shotgun events – Trap and Skeet.  We have already lost Women’s Skeet from the Commonwealth Games because of low entries and it would be a shame to see that trend continue through the Divisional championship.  If you are able to strengthen your entry in either of these events to ensure they go ahead, please do what you can.

As a final check, please ensure you have included the following charges with your entries –

· Competition entry fees

· Administration fees

· Awards Dinner costs

Cheques should be made payable to Isle of Man Target Shooting Federation.  For the avoidance of doubt, all accommodation costs on the Isle of Man should be settled direct with hotels.

As always, please do not hesitate to contact me if you have difficulty with any of these procedures.
