AMMUNITION - Only that issued by the L.M.R.A. will be used. Competitors breaking this rule will be disqualified. HPS ammunition will be used in 2009. 'F' class competitors will use their own ammunition in strict accordance with NRA regulations.

APPEALS - Before the Prize giving there will be a 15 minute period from when the final results are posted on the notice boards (planned for 6:00 pm) to allow competitors to make any appeal.

BLOW OFF SHOTS - There will be 3 compulsory blow off shots for CSF shooters in Competition 1.
CHALLENGE CUPS - must be returned for engraving by 31st July 2010. 

CHALLENGES - The deposit for challenging the value of a shot will be £ 1.00. 

COMPETITION CARDS - must be handed in on the firing point to the Range Officer immediately after each competition. Where required Competitors must sign their cards signifying the score is accepted.

COMPETITOR'S CLASSIFICATION:

Class "X" - under N.R.A. rules for the start of the 2009 Bisley Meeting.

Class "T" - Tyros under N.R.A. Rules for the start of the 2009 Bisley Meeting or who have not won a prize other than the Newbery Cup in any T.R. Prize Meeting run by the Association.
Others "A" or "O"-  under N.R.A. rules for the start of the 2009 Bisley Meeting.
Class "F"' - under NRA rules for the start of the 2009 Bisley Meeting.

CONDITIONS - N.R.A. Rules and Regulations will govern the meeting, except where otherwise stated. Although every effort is made to check all claim cards, it still remains the primary responsibility of all Competitors to see that they are correctly completed and handed in.

CONVERTIBLE SIGHTERS - Competitors must inform his/her Register keeper if he/she wishes to convert 2nd or both sighting shots. Unfired rounds must be handed in with the score card. This concession does not apply to tie-shoots.

ENTRY FEES - The Committee may make a surcharge, to be paid before shooting on the day, in the event of any unexpected increase in any cost of running this Meeting.

F CLASS SCORING - V bulls are to be counted a scoring 6.
REFUNDS - 100% refund for cancelled entries up to 18th September 2009. After that date ammunition may be refunded, at cost, at the discretion of the Committee.

RIFLES - any 7.62 Target Rifle or 'F' class rifle as defined by Regulations of the N.R.A. Programme 2009.

SERVING VOLUNTEER - A current serving member of RNR, RMR, TA, OTC, RAux AF or the various branches of RAFVR or a Cadet Organisation with a call out liability.

VOLUNTEER FORCE - RNR, RMR, TA, OTC, RAux AF or the various branches of RAFVR or a Cadet Organisation.

TARGETS - N.R.A. Match Targets for all competitions.

TICKETS - Tickets and Ammunition will be obtained at the Office from 07:30 each morning or 12:30 each afternoon.

TIES - In all competitions (except 'F' class) V-bulls will be taken into account in breaking ties. Tie shooting will take place only between leading scorers both in points and Vs. In competitions with different distances and equal scores and V’s, the longest distance will decide the tie. 'F' class ties will be counted out, where possible.

Where Tie-shooting is necessary, it will take place at a time to be announced. It is the responsibility of each competitor to ensure he/she is available for a tie-shoot.

The Appeals Committee reserves the right to amend the Rules, if the
necessity should arise.
